Jeff L. Morris, 88, of Marietta, GA passed away Sunday, June 17, 2012 from
complications following a fall. He was a long time member of Shiloh Hills
Baptist Church in Kennesaw, GA and a member of Kennesaw Masonic Lodge
33 for over 50 years. Jeff served in WWII in both the European and North
African Theaters. He was awarded numerous medals for courage and valor,
including 2 Bronze Stars and a Purple Heart. After returning home from the
war, he started at the Marietta Fire Department where he rose to the rank of
Assistant Chief. He was one of the first certified EMTS and was credited for
getting all Marietta Firemen certified as EMTS. While there he helped
organize CMAR Credit Union for Marietta City Employees and served two
terms as president. After retiring from the fire department, Jeff worked as a
licensed funeral director around Cobb and Cherokee Counties. He was a co-
owner of Kennesaw Chapel in the 1970’s. Jeff was preceded in death by his
wife of 64 years, Virginia. Virginia was the love of his life. He served as her
primary caregiver for 12 years prior to her passing in 2009. He is survived by
a daughter, Candace Stringer (Tom) and a son, Richard Morris (Barbara); 3
grandchildren, Lauren Morris, Kara Stringer and Jeffrey Stringer (Amanda)
and one great-grandchild, Amilee Stringer. Funeral services will be held
Wednesday, June 20, 2012 at 11:00am at Shiloh Hills Baptist Church, 75
Hawkins Store Road, Kennesaw, GA. with Dr. Vic Bledsoe and Rev. Lendell
Ainsworth officiating.
