Lawrence Talmadge Erwin, Sr. age 91 of Roswell died September 24, 2012.
Mr. Erwin was born in Birmingham, Georgia on May 10, 1921 to Talmadge &
Ollie Erwin. Lawrence served from October 14, 1940 to November 24, 1946 in
U. S. Naval Service in WWII. During WWII he served on the USS Upshur, a
destroyer in the North Atlantic, on the USS Milwaukee, a light Cruiser in the
South Atlantic, and on a US base in the Philippine Islands with his
headquarters building next to the office of General McArthur. Lawrence spent
most of his working career with Sonoco Products in Atlanta repairing and
maintaining heavy equipment that produced paper products. He is survived by
his sons, daughter-in-laws, grandsons, granddaughters, and sisters:
Talmadge & Nancy Erwin, their children John, David, and Sarah; Lawrence &
Monica Erwin their children Brett, Blaine and great-grandson, Jackson; Kent &
Katie Erwin, their children Kyle, Peyton, Spencer, & Hunter, and two sisters
Frances McGahee and Lois Hawkins.
